Fig. 1 shows how the IriTrack can be positioneduadba front to back center line axis. This
positioning allows the sudden stop alarm to bevattd if you come to a high impact stop. It
also allows the incline alarm to be activated istcd a rollover or off axis (45 degree)
condition exists for an extended time. When yak jap the vehicle on one side to change a
tire the alarm will some times activate. A stoprialleen an incline alert then movement of thg
vehicle will generally indicate to the IRC Monitog Operator that the vehicle had a tire
change. It could also mean the vehicle rolled e was put back onto its wheels and was
continuing the race. These alarms will most timesegate a response phone call to the vehigle
IriTrack phone system.

3-1is semi exploded and shows the IriTrack belbisto the slide-in-bracket
mechanism. The bracket has the quick adaptor mattdehed and the hose clamps
ready to receive placement onto a pipe supportitotalhe quick adaptor, when used,
can be rotated 360 degrees for proper alignmemglurstallation.
The adaptor can be removed and the bracket indt@tlenecessary for proper permanejpt
use.
3-2 is a view of the bracket side with pressurespat adaptor screws exposed. The
pressure pads cushion the IriTrack and providesseeg spacing for the screw
clearance. This view is the same is a bracket wittite V-block adaptor.
A thin film of oil (any type) must be wiped ontoetipads prior to IriTrack being slid intq
the bracket tracks. If not done the pads can bedwvgr torn off the bracket.
3-3 is a front view with the IriTrack in place atige locking bar in position and secure
by a keeper pin through hole in end of bar. Natieebutton pad exposed above the be]r.
This must be in view of driver / co-driver for effeve and proper use of equipment; bqg
visual and audio.
3-4 is a back view of the bracket with IriTrackplace. This allows the easy attachmerjt
of all cables; GPS antenna, Iridium antenna, pasanector and external phone if
appropriate. The attachments can also be connbeteck the IriTrack is inserted into
the bracket.

This arrangement is designed to be most effeatihvaniincident or emergency. Pre / post racg,
IriTrack, installation and retrieval down time feghicle is held to a minimum.
